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A year ago, we entered 

the High Holy Days think-

ing about the way the Ba-

bembe (People of the Lake) 

of Africa react when some-

one in their tribe behaves 

unjustly or irresponsibly. 

The community ceases its 

business.  Each woman, 

man, and child stands in a 

circle around that person.  

Then, every individual 

takes the time to tell that 

person about his or her 

good traits ï in detail.  All 

that personôs positive attrib-

utes, good deeds, strengths, 

and kindness are recited. 

When everyone is fin-

ished, the villagers cele-

brate with great joy.  The 

person is symbolically and 

literally welcomed back 

into the tribe. 

Last year, we asked: 

What would it mean to call 

Jews to the task of teshuva 

by reminding each other of 

our potential for goodness?  

This year, I would like to 

ask this question in a differ-

ent way: What could occur 

if we approached the task 

of teshuva with joy and 

gratitude, not with anguish 

and pain? 

We associate the Day of 

Atonement with mournful 

melodies, group confes-

sions, even with tears.  But 

consider these tales: 

 

Rabbi Shmelke of Ni-

kolsburg once reminded his 

congregation that the Day 

for reflection and reevalua-

tion.  Each year, we can ask 

ourselves anew: How can 

we grow into our aspira-

tions, our hopes, our long-

ing to be, simply, good? 

Let us approach that 

task with joy ï for in so 

doing, we remember that 

God awaits us, longs for us, 

and pleasure that they all 

stopped crying and took 

one another by the hand 

and danced for an hour in a 

great circle.  Then they 

began Kol Nidre. 

 

High Holy Days, and 

the month of Elul preceding 

them, offer the gift of time 

ñHow does the rabbi con-

duct prayers?ò They an-

swered him: ñHe chants the 

confessions of Yom Kippur 

with joyful melodies.ò 

The Besht sent for the 

rabbi and asked him to ex-

plain.  ñA servant cleaning 

the courtyard of the king, if 

he loves the king, is very 

happy cleaning the refuse 

from the courtyard,ò the 

rabbi told him.  ñHe sings 

joyful melodies, for he is 

giving pleasure to his Lord.ò 

One year on Kol Nidre, 

Rabbi Meir of Apt arrived at 

the synagogue to find his 

congregation in tears: 

ñJews,ò he said, ñthis is not 

what I desired; I wish you to 

turn to God in joy!ò  And he 

began to chant the hymn 

ñMajesty and faithfulness 

are Godôs who lives forev-

erò with such enthusiasm 

of Atonement is a day of 

joy.  ñGodôs hand is open,ò 

the rabbi said; ñlet the tears 

we shed on this day be tears 

of joy, for we have merited 

the approach and the attach-

ment unto the Lord, we who 

are óalive everyone one of 

us this day.ôò  
The Baal Shem Tov 

once came to a town just 

before the Days of Awe.  He 

asked the townspeople: 
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F r o m  t h e  H e a r t  o f  t h e  O r c h a r d  What could 

occur if we 

approached the 

task of teshuva 

with joy and 

gratitude, not 

with anguish and 

pain?
